3. aroma 

4. taste/after taste 

5. appropriate heat level 

5. Public is invited to taste and vote for their favorite after the judging is completed.

Salsa will be judged by a qualified panel of judges in the following categories Hot, Mild, 

and Fruit. A qualified panel of judges will judge entries equally based on the following 

criteria: aroma, consistency, color, appropriate heat level, taste and after-taste.
